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Editorial Coverage in ASSEMBLY Magazine

There are many ways to get editorial coverage in ASSEMBLY. The easiest and quickest is a product release. We’re happy to run releases about new products if they are appropriate to our audience and if they are, in fact, new. We run as many new product releases in each issue as space permits. Product releases needn’t be very long. Just explain what the product is, what it does, how well it does it, and what options are available.

Another good way is to submit a case history for the “Assembly in Action” department. The case history for AiA explains how one of your customers has used one of your products to solve a problem or improve a process. We run several of these 300- to 500-word items per month. The story must name the customer and include a photo from the customer’s shop floor. We realize that confidentiality may be an issue for some customers, but keep in mind that the story doesn’t necessarily have to be something done yesterday. It’s a real bonus if the case history has a “retail glow.” For example, a case history on assembling Buck knives created dozens of leads for the riveting equipment supplier that submitted it. If the story is particularly good, we sometimes run it as a separate, short feature.

About photos: In a word, yes! Although a color or black-and-white picture of a new product isn't necessary, it is a definite plus. Beyond that, color photos are mandatory for Assembly in Action. Glossy prints or transparencies of any size are acceptable; so are digital images. Digital images must be saved as tifs (not jpgs), and the resolution at 4 by 5 inches must be at least 300 dpi. We’re sorry but we cannot return any photos.

One more option would be a contributed article that outlines—in an impartial, unbiased and noncommercial discussion—advances in a technology or process, or that explains the basics of a technology and how, where and why to use it. Such an article explains the concept of the technology, the various components and options, and how to use it to assemble or test a product. An article like this typically runs 1,500 to 2,000 words. Good graphics and color photos that complement the text are mandatory! Be proactive by sending us a detailed outline of the proposed article for review; we’ll respond to you promptly. If you propose to write about a topic mentioned in our editorial calendar, please call us or send us an e-mail 6 months--not 6 days--before the publication date of the issue that includes that topic.

Many of the articles that appear in ASSEMBLY are originally presented as papers at the Assembly Technology Expo Conference, so don't overlook that opportunity.

Another way to get coverage is by serving as a source for staff-written articles. Be proactive. Review our editorial calendar to see where your company might fit in. Then, give us a call or send us an e-mail to let us know you are available. Again, please call us or send us an e-mail 6 months--not 6 days--before the publication date. A quick call will ensure that you’re not overlooked. Please note, however, that there are so many suppliers in some technology areas that it is not possible for us to talk to every potential source for every article.
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
