A feature article proposal must include at least these elements:

( A statement of the objective of the article.

( A list of the main points to be covered in the article,

  with a sentence or two describing how each point will be

  explained and developed.

( A detailed description of the graphic elements

  (photographs, drawings, graphs, charts, etc.) that

  will be supplied to complement the text, and to cover

  specific points not addressed in the text. Please note

  that "we can supply photos" is not adequate.

( The name(s), job title(s) and company affiliation(s) of

  the proposed author(s).

( Copies of other articles or presentations by the

  proposed author(s), if such exist.

( Any other relevant material deemed appropriate.
